GENERAL DESCRIPTION

Performs routine (journey-level) dental assistant work. Work involves assisting dental staff with
performing a variety of dental services, and with maintaining the cleanliness and orderliness of a
clinic. Works under moderate supervision, with limited latitude for the use of initiative and
independent judgment.
