GENERAL DESCRIPTION

Performs wildlife and natural resources enforcement work. Work involves providing field
enforcement duties, information and education to the public; conducting hunting and boating
education safety programs; and promoting youth-oriented activities. May provide guidance to
others. Works under general supervision, with moderate latitude for the use of initiative and
independent judgment.

EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED

Enforces the Texas Parks and Wildlife Code, Texas Penal Code, and relevant provisions of
other Texas statutes and regulations.

Conducts natural disaster response activities as required.

Executes and serves all criminal processes resulting from hunting, fishing, and wildlife
enforcement activities.

Prepares, submits, and maintains reports of activities.

Provides information and education to the public regarding applicable statutes, regulations, and
Department programs.

May conduct investigations of holders of permits and licenses issued by the Department.

Graduation from
an accredited four-year college or university with major coursework in criminal justice,
corrections, criminology, police science, natural resources, or a related field is generally
preferred.
